You need to read at least an hour and a half each week at home.  For each half hour you read, you need to have one entry in your log and make sure that the number of minutes adds up to 90.

This reading log is due Thursday, May 29th.   That’s four weeks away, so you should end up with at least 12 entries (to earn a B) and you also ought to have finished your book.  

Book project performances will be the same day, May 29th.  
To earn an A on your reading log:  log entries will be thoughtful, descriptive and maybe even profound.  You will have read more than an hour and a half each week.  You will have filled the space with your beautiful words.  You will have more than 12 entries.

To earn a B:  You will have fulfilled the requirements.  You will have at least 12 entries.  You will have written solid, descriptive reflections about what you read.

To earn a C:  You almost fulfilled the requirements.  You have just under 9 entries or your reflections about what you read could be beefed up.  

To earn a D:  You have not fulfilled the requirements.  You are lacking entries or your writing is lacking in length or meaning.

No one better earn an F.
Book Project Performance

This is the end-of-the-year book project performance.  Your project could be anything that is performance oriented and inspired by your book, but here are some ideas:
