HOMEWORK THIS WEEKEND

Just so we’re all clear and on the same page:  Some of you have been working better than others this week when we have gone to the computer lab to do research.  Unfortunately, if you’ve chosen to not work efficiently, you have given yourself a load of homework this weekend, because this research is not something that can be faked or sped through.  

If you’ve worked diligently this week, you probably have almost all your research completed.  Remember, you need to have gathered information about your topic from at least six sources:

At least 1 book (other than History Alive)

At least 1 encyclopedia article (online or book)

At least 2 other (online magazine article, video, newspaper article, photograph, History Alive book, etc)

No more than 2 websites (even these need to be found through the multcolib site, NOT GOOGLE!)
I will be checking to make sure you have six sources worth of information on Monday.  You need to not only have the information (either printed/highlighted or notes handwritten from that source) and you need to have all of the citation information recorded in your charts for each of your six sources.  Many of you are done or almost done with this.

In addition, you will type up your research, using your skills in paraphrasing, summarizing, and quoting into a well-organized piece of writing.  At 12 point, double-spaced font, your writing piece ought to be 1.5-2 pages long.  This will be a rough draft that you and your group will edit on Monday during class.  Be sure and address each of the topics in your section.  Also, make sure and use parenthetical citations in your writing.  
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
